This year you will be studying Life Science. This course will introduce basic biological concepts such as cells, genetics, evolution, classification, human anatomy, ecology, and environmental concepts through inquiry labs, models, hands-on activities, and technology.

Supplies: Required EVERYDAY is your science binder, agenda book, pens and pencils, colored pencils or markers, your science textbook, and a library book.  Please have your own materials to avoid having to share class sets of materials. 
Donations: Please consider donating, if you can. We are in need of cases of water, Kleenex, hand sanitizer, Lysol, & Clorox Wipes.
Science Notebook (3-ring binder):  It is required that you keep an organized science notebook as you will use it as a resource to study for unit tests, 9 weeks tests, QBAs, and the SGM. I prefer that you keep ONLY science materials in this notebook. 

Grading: Your assignments will fall into one of two categories and have the following weights assigned for calculating overall course grade:  
Formative Assessments 35% 

       Summative Assessments 65%

Please get in the habit of checking the student portal for your grades or to see if you are missing any work!
Class Expectations and Code of Conduct: All students are expected to:

1. Be on time and prepared for class.
2. Record homework, assignments, and other important information from the board.
3. Follow all school and classroom rules.
4. Behave respectfully, responsibly, and refrain from class disruptions.
5. Complete all work to the best of their ability.
6. Cooperate and encourage classmates.
Virtual Expectations and Conduct:  All students are expected to:

1. Show up a few minutes early and wait to be admitted to Zoom. 
2. Find a quiet place free of distractions (TV, siblings, parents, pets, etc…)
3. Stay on mute. Click the “raise hand” button if you have a question or comment.
4. Be respectful at all times. While video is on, no inappropriate hand gestures or inappropriate language.
5. Stay focused and on task so you don’t miss anything the teacher says. 



Missing/Late Assignments: Make up work will be posted in the classroom and on Canvas for absent students. It is the responsibility of the student to make sure he or she asks for, collects, and turns in the “make-up work”. Students choosing not to turn in work when it is due will be given a grace period of one day, receiving an automatic grade of “60”.  After the one day grace period, late work will NOT be accepted.

Homework: Written homework will be rarely assigned to students. Most homework consists of students completing classwork, if needed. However, students are expected to study for a few minutes each night for upcoming quizzes and tests. You will always be given advanced notice of tests. Please keep up with the dates on your calendar/homework agenda book. The test/quiz dates will be posted on the board every day, as well as my Canvas page.
Class website: Please get in the habit of regularly checking Canvas for all of your classes. Many important resources, such as assignments, class materials, video links, and Quizlet links, will be found on my Canvas page. 
Assignment Expectations: You are expected to answer questions using clear thoughts and complete sentences for all assignments.  Work must be written neatly and have a proper heading.  Our science curriculum will also include Article of the Week (using the CER format), Achieve 3000, and cumulative 9 weeks tests. Five (5) points will be deducted for not putting your name on your paper.

Tardies/Leaving Class: You will be considered tardy if you are not in the room when the bell rings. Do not come to class late without a pass. You are also expected to clean your work area and put all materials in their appropriate place before you will be dismissed to your next class.
Movie Permission: I would like to show films occasionally during the year that relate to our curriculum. Please sign the movie permission separately on the last page of this syllabus in order for your child to watch the films. Students not having permission on file will be given alternative work to complete in lieu of the movie as it relates to the topic of the film.
