All students enrolled in this class will be required to produce a science fair project.  This will include a detailed report and a tri-board.  I am waiting on Muscogee County to release the 2018 Regional Science Fair dates.  Once I have those dates, I will begin sending home the instructions and deadlines for this project.  Students will complete most of this project at home.  I will provide several class days for us to do the research for the paper and to answer questions.  Students will need an additional composition book to use for science fair.  We will begin looking at possible topics and using the composition book soon.
Canvas:
