Ex. The job of a highway patrolmen is to impede speeding motorists.
5. forbear- to refrain from; to abstain; to be patient or tolerant
Ex. To forbear your opinion on any controversial matter until you have heard all the facts is generally the wiser course of action.
6. migratory- roving, wandering, nomadic
Ex. Wild geese migrate to Canada in the summers and Mexico in the winters.
7. evade- to elude or avoid by cunning; to flee from a pursuer
Ex. The escaped prisoners evaded the police by breaking into a church and disguising themselves as nuns.
8. efface- to rub away
Ex. To assure that he left no clues, the thief effaced his fingerprints from the stolen car.
9. asunder- in separate parts; apart from each other in position
Ex. Our team lost its unity and became a group of individuals who played entirely for themselves, asunder from each other.
10. incite- to arouse to action
Ex. Waving a stick at Jerry’s dog only incites him and increases the chance he will bite you.
