Course description:
The focus of the Spanish Connections course is to guide students through an introductory level of language acquisition. The curriculum of this course assumes students have no prior knowledge of the target language.  Students will develop the ability to use Spanish correctly and appropriately in order to accomplish a novice-level of communication.  It will be our goal to learn basic vocabulary based on various themes, to introduce basic grammatical concepts of the Spanish language and to combine the two in verbal exchanges or conversations. This is a semester course and will meet every day for two nine week periods or one semester.
Classroom expectations:
I expect all students to come to class prepared with the necessary materials each day.
I expect all students to be respectful of myself and of other students in the classroom.
I expect all students to try their best in class at all times.
I expect all students to learn and use classroom procedures.

Class time will be spent focusing on the vocabulary and grammar in the target language and its usage in a meaningful way.   Students will receive grades based on in-class assignments, both oral and written, and short quizzes and assessments. Grades will be calculated by total points earned out of total points possible.
