SAT VOCABULARY PROJECT
[bookmark: _GoBack]Over the past few weeks, you’ve been exposed to 50 new SAT vocabulary terms. It’s time to have a little fun using the words you’ve learned. You are to choose one of the menu items below to complete I will be checking to see how accurately you used your vocabulary words in order to create your project. You may work with one partner in order to complete #’s 4, 6 and 9. This SUMMATIVE PROJECT is due on or before November 1st 2018. 
	1. Write/Type a 5-10 page short story using 25 or more of the vocabulary words.  Make sure that your story clearly has all of the elements of a short story that we have discussed in class. (characters, plot, conflict, rising action etc..) 
	2. Write/Type a five paragraph essay argumentative, expository or narrative on a current event or issue that is happening in the news either locally or nationally using as many of the SAT Vocabulary Terms as possible. Be sure to do thorough research on your topic in order to cite text information in your essay.
	3. Write a 6-9 stanza poem using as many of the vocabulary words as you can correctly. You may have illustrations to go along with your poem. 

	4. Create some type of learning game using a minimum of 40 of your vocabulary terms. Make sure you include the game rules, pieces, and a prize(s) for the winner(s)

	5.  Student Choice- If you have an idea for a project, discuss it with me for approval before you begin.   
	6. Write and perform a song that is at least 3 minutes long using at least 20 of the vocabulary terms. You may create a video for your song as well.

	7. Use Your vocabulary words  deliver a 3-5 minute speech on a topic of your choice using at least 15 of your vocabulary terms.
	8. In The News- Create a newspaper or sports magazine using 30-50 words  in the various sections and articles of your paper/magazine. Refer to the Columbus Ledger Enquirer or any other credible newspaper or magazine for examples and guidance. Highlight the vocabulary words that you use. OR record yourself presenting a 15 minute newscast segment. 
	9. Design a set and create a sock puppet performance with a cast of characters in which during the performance you use as many of the SAT Vocabulary words as possible. You must write/type out the dialogue of the skit and provide me a copy with the words highlighted or underlined. Make sure the topic of the performance is approved by me.
